Qualified Charitable Distribuwtions from Tr a
A WWhnn for those who have to take Required W

If you are over 70 ' years old and have a traditional Individual Retirement Account (IRA), you are required to take annual Required

Minimum Distributions (RMD®&) which count as ordinary income and is taxed as such. With the change in tax laws last year, most of us

will find it advantageous to take the standard deduction rather than itemizing deductions. That potentially can make it tough on charities

and churches who count on your donations.

There is a way for you to donate to your favorite charities, have the donation count as part of your RMD but not be subject to income tax,

and reduce your taxable income: it is known as a Qualified Charitable Distribution (QCD).

The following are some tips on how this works, but you should always consult with your tax advisor, IRA Custodian (Broker) or

accountant:

1. A QCD can only come from a traditional IRA/rollover IRA (cannot come from a Roth IRA, 401[k] or similar account).

2. You need to be familiar with your RMD for the year. It is based on your IRA account value as of December 31 of the

prior year and an IRS Distribution Period (factor) based on your age from a Uniform Lifetime Table from the IRS.

3. Your total QCD& cannot exceed your RMD for that year or $100,000 whichever is less.

4. You are responsible for knowing that you are donating to an IRS qualified charity. There are ways to check from IRS publications re-

garding a charity and most churches (including ours) qualify.

5. Recommend that you always go through your IRA Account Custodian/Broker to have them send the check directly to your selected

charity with a notation that you are the donor. (Don& get involved in handling the check — stay at arm& length).

6. Recommend that you always send the charity a letter indicating that you have directed your IRA Custodian to send them a check for

the designated amount. Also request a letter from them acknowledging receipt of the check from the IRA Custodian once they receive it.

This will support your claim of a QCD to the IRS if you are audited.

7. Recommend that you limit the use of the QCD to your annual or possibly semi-annual donation to a charity to simplify bookkeeping

for you as well the charity. (You can use this procedure to donate to multiple charities.)

8. Under current tax regulations, the amount of your QCD will count as part (or all) of your RMD, but the QCD mount will not be con-
sidered a taxable distribution and will also reduce your taxable income. Note that you cannot claim any QCD amount as an itemized
deduction if you choose to itemize, but your benefit is generally greater by reducing your taxable

income.

9. It is a little tricky when you prepare your income tax return, but you essentially show the total amount you took for your RMD. Then

there are instructions to tell you where to make the notation on the tax form to exclude the QCD amounts from taxable income. If you use a

tax prep program it will walk you through it as well.

10. Be aware that tax laws can change so stay abreast of new developments.

Thus the Qualified Charitable Distribution can truly be a Win-Win. While all of this might seem a bit complicated, it really is fairly

straightforward once you have tried it. An example is included to demonstrate potential tax savings.
