Church and Culture

Jim Singleton 's session at the National Gathering in
Dallas last month focused on understanding how the
culture of our church has changed over the years or in
other words - Where have all the churches gone?

At the start of the 21st century, people were expected
to go to church and be a part of the church. Society
evolved around church fellowship. Now like Rip Van
Winkle waking up after 20 years, we still assume that
‘time is near' and it marks a need to build the church
up once again.

In the 50's and 60's Christendom congregations were
a parish based denomination that was local. In the
70's and 80's 'Attraction’ churches began to appeal to
people's tastes so they would come to church. Compe-
tition grew fostering the search for the 'best program.’

In the early days of Christianity, Constantine encour-
aged a wedding between the culture and the church.
Later during the Reformation, most everyone was
baptized. A Christian society was created. The word
church means 'meeting house." The church was the
center of the community.

Presbyterians chased folks west who were fleeing
Christendom which peaked in the 50's. This decade
had the highest church attendance of any decade in
American history. In the 50's people asked "Where do
you go to church?" Today people ask "Do you go to
church?" Can | even talk to you about going to
church?

In the early part of the century, the pastor- preacher
model was utilized. Sermons were inspirational be-
cause the assumption was that everyone knew the
faith. In the 50's 'personal peace' was a focus. These
were anxious times with a nuclear threat looming.
There was a growth in denominations. Singleton hu-
morously recounted that "When Baptists started to
earn more money they became Methodists. When the
Methodists made more they became Presbyteri-

ans. When the Presbyterians earned more they be-
came Episcopalians." On Sunday you wore your
best - your Sunday best. Churches were flourishing.

In the 60's a rebellion occurred. The sexual revolu-
tion was embedded in Rock 'n Roll. TV dominated
society. Race was a blind spot that erupted. The para
church growth sprang to life in Young Life, Campus
Crusade, Navigators, etc. Going out to the people
was the new vogue. In the 70's, 80's and. 90's with the
para church influence, the boomers started to come
back but intentions were not quite the same way.

Classic consumerism seeped into churches. 'Have it
your way!" New song book - Organ? - drums, guitar.
People were in search of the great service- greater-
greatest! The neighborhood church could not compete
in this market. If there was an 'off Sunday service' in
church, folks shopped. Next week I'll go to....... A
culture of migratory worshipers or church tourists
searched to be fed. A mentality of something for eve-
rybody to help manage your problems flourished.
Aimed at baby boomers who went to big high schools
and big colleges, the big church *fit' nourished the we
want it our way mindset. These attractive churches
have by products which include pressure on pastors to
be entrepreneurs.

Today the average Presbyterian is aged 60 where as
the average age in our culture is 35. People want new
instead of 'fixing' something old. They want really
good coffee and to discuss the heart aches of life.
Our country is moving away from a Christian culture.
Seattle has the least percentage of people attending
church. Roughly 5% go to church.

Can a conversion take place creating a missional en-
counter between a church congregation and the com-
munity? Can we retain theology and give people the
tools to live in today's world? We must rethink the
laity and what they need In this world.

The task at hand is to build the church from the bot-
tom up. We must get in the right game and ask the
right questions. We have to work to equip members
for this moment- the work place - the mission

field. We must have a compassion for lost sheep,
express values of the Kingdom and encourage justice.
Are we focused internally or externally? Do we have
a relationship with people in the world?

We need a change in our culture by focusing on hos-
pitality through grace centered worship and a focus on
what we can do, not on what we can't do. To bring
about this transformation we must equip missionaries
in the workforce. We can't just join the Fellowship or
ECO and be done. It is about being different. We
must live into a Missional Model. We can no longer
say "y'all come." We must go into the field and serve
others. We must be savvy with social media and be
willing to sing different songs. This is a multigenera-
tional challenge. Discipleship must be the base of our
actions. The culture has changed but we don't want
the church to die.

Let us live, serve and grow in His name!
